From this vantage point, you can marvel at over 52 straight lines
etched into the vast desert, appreciating the sheer scale and

precision of these ancient geoglyphs.

Part II: Metallic Lookout and Figures

This vantage point provides
stunning views of three iconic figures: “The
Hands,” “The Tree,” and “The Lizard.” From here,
you'll also see hundreds of additional lines that
stretch across the desert, offering a comprehensive
view of the Nazca Lines’ intricate patterns and

designs.

Part III: Maria Reiche Museum and Return

Our final stop is the Maria Reiche Museum,
dedicated to the life and work of the renowned
researcher who devoted her life to studying and
preserving the Nazca Lines. At the museum, you'll
explore the small room where she conducted her
research and measurements, and visic her
mausoleum. After the museum visit, we'll return
to the city of Nazca, where your private transfer
will drop you back at your hotel, concluding the

tour.
